Tips for a Comfortable Stay

Cooking (year-round):

e The fire detectors are very sensitive in our building
o Cook on lower heat to avoid smoke
o Do not leave food unattended while cooking/baking

Winter:

Hot Water:
e |ncoming water is VERY cold in the winter and takes time to heat up
e Space showers ~20 minutes apart for best hot water supply
e Avoid running the dishwasher during showers
Toilets:
e Flush twice (once for waste, once for paper) to keep water moving when it’s
cold.
e Please only flush waste and toilet tissue in the toilets
o Otheritems, including ‘flushable wipes’ need to go in the trash
Snow Safety: Use caution walking and driving on icy surfaces
Windows:
e Due to moisture that builds up and freezes in the locks, please leave the
windows CLOSED during the winter.

Summer:

Cooling:
e Snowcrest does not have central air conditioning
e Ifyourunitdoesn’t have AC:
o Openthe windows and door of your unit to create a draft, when possible
o At night: Open the top window, and the bottom window about 6 inches
for airflow

Personal Items in Common Areas: Please do not leave equipment in the
hallways or against railings. Likewise, items such as clothing or towels may
not be hung from railings.
Smoking:

Pets:

e Short-term renters may not bring pets. The Association follows ADA
guidance for individuals with disabilities who require an ADA-compliant
Service Animal.

e The trash compactor is located by the west side B-Building entrance
o Please make sure the door is closed & latched to discourage bears.
e Trash may not be left in the hallway
o Trashinthe hallway is subject to afine

e QOur compactor can take household trash only- no construction

materials
o If full, please notify the Resident Manager
Safety:

e Personal recreation devices (i.e. scooters, skateboards, segways,

bicycles) are not to be used in the building.



e Running inside the building is prohibited.

e Restricted areas (roofs, crawl spaces, machinery rooms) are off-limits
Unit Fireplaces:

e These are no longer functional- DO NOT BURN anything in the fireplaces

e Electric fireplaces should be turned off when you leave

Parking:
e Parkingis free for Snowshoe Owners and Registered Guests after check-
in.
e To maximize space, please park head-in or back-in, perpendicular to the
flow of traffic
e Do notblock entryways, traffic flow, or access to the trash compactor
e Temporary loading/unloading near the entryways is permitted
e Park responsibly so shuttle buses and snowplows can pass
e Snowecrestis not responsible for damage to your vehicle
e Largervehicles and trailers should use the west lot by The Timbers
Shuttle Bus:
e Stopis located by the east entrance
e Inthe Winter, buses typically run every 15-20 minutes
e Will not stop if the driver can’t see you waiting
